Our Good Luck Continues!

We have spent a year in our new facilities with the “state-of-the-art” Smart Board, new workstations,
and lots of space--thanks to our association with Phantom Lake Elementary School.

Now we have received an additional benefit. The Dell Corporation furnished all of the school’s com-
puters. During a visit to our classroom, they saw that we were not using Dell computers, so Dell has
gifted us with 18 new computers for our classroom.

Not only are these computers faster than our old computers but they aso include the following new features:

Each computer will have a CD-RW drive that will allow each student to learn how to “burn” (or for the lay person,
record information) on blank CD’s. | therefore expect that we will have workshops or classes on CD “Burning.”

Each computer has an additional DVD/CD ROM unit. This will alow burning directly from one CD to a blank CD,
or reading DV D’ sfor software installation or viewing DV D movies and presentations.

Each computer will have a 17-inch LCD display instead of the old 17-inch CRT displays. These new displays are
smaller in size and will make it alittle easier to see the projection screen from anywhere in the classroom. They will
aso leave more room to place things on the workstation table top.

Each computer has a 2.4 Giga Hz CPU and 512 Megs of RAM memory. This will speed up the processing of inten-
sive tasks like photo editing or using OCR on scanned text pages. We have recently set up the seven new scanners to
begin teaching “ Scanning classes.” The USB 2 ports on the new computers will enhance our scanning speed some-
what. (Our scanners are very fast asit is, so this may be hard to detect.)

We will be installing only the Windows XP operating systems on these computers because the Dell computers will
not readily support “dual booting” operating systems. We will set up a “Classical windows’ account on each com-
puter that will very closely represent Windows 95, 98, 98SE, or ME so we can continue teaching how to use these op-
erating systems.

We will have a couple of spare computers. These would allow students to quickly move to a different computer if
their computer were to fail. (We are looking into getting extended software licenses so that we can completely load all
software into these additional computers.)

You can therefore look forward to using “new” computers in class next year. In my normal “money saving” approach to al
things, | would normally have recommended using the old computers for at least another year or two, but this windfall allows
us to again approach the “state-of-the-art” in computers. (You can never reach the “state-of-the-art” because computers are
almost obsolete when you buy them.) Our old computers, provided through a grant, are being re-cycled through a Bellevue
school system program that teaches students how to work with computer hardware. Thus these “grant procured” computers
will continue to be used in an “educational process’.

About Our Courses

At the end of our spring/winter session we began to offer two new classes that cover areas of
long term interest for many of our students. The new “Introduction To Scanning” classis pos-
sible because we were able to purchase six Epson scanners and find space to sgueeze them
onto the computer desks.

This restriction on space means that two students must share a single scanner during the two

day class but experience has shown that this buddy system seems to help the students as they practice scanning
their own photographs. We will be offering this new class again during the fall session and if it runs true to form
it will again be acomplete sell out.

The second new class, “Basic Basics’, is aimed at the new user of Windows based computers who has little or no
experience with keyboards or mice. This one day, two and a haf hour demonstration emphasizes the most ele-
mentary details of the typical PC keyboard and mouse. Our intent is to acquaint the student with the position of
the keys and buttons on both the keyboard and the mouse.

The correct names and terminology plus proper ways to use these elements will be emphasized so the student will
understand what the instructors in future classes are talking about when they say things like “Hold down the Con-
trol key and press the E key”.

Instruction will also be given in how to properly turn the computer on and then how to properly turn the computer
off. As an added incentive to encourage as many people as possible to develop these basic skills we are not charg-
ing for this class.

However, it isnecessary to sign up for theclass.

We aso invite those just learning about Windows based computers to join our Computer Boot Camp. The first
week of our fall schedule will offer the opportunity to compress all of the introductory learning into one week.

Start with the Basic Basics class on Monday (August 30), and then come to the first Open Lab of the fall session
on Tuesday to ask those questions that arise and follow up by taking the Introduction to Windows XP class on
Wednesday, Thursday and Friday. Thiswill present all of the introductory material in one week. Prepare yourself
to fully benefit from other courses in Windows and then move on to the rest of the PC computer world.
